	Present and Past Family Life  |  Stage 1  |  History
	Duration: Term 1, 3-4 hours per week

	Unit overview

	This topic provides a study of present and past family life within the context of the students’ own world. Students learn about similarities and differences in family life by comparing the present with the past. They begin to explore the links, and the changes that occur, over time and are introduced to the use of historical sources. Students’ identify change and continuity in family and daily life using appropriate historical terms. They relate stories about their families’ and communities’ past and explore a point of view within an historical context. Students describe the effects of changing technology on people’s lives over time.
Students sequence events in order, using a range of terms related to time. They pose questions about the past and use sources provided (such as physical,

visual, oral) to answer these questions. They compare objects from the past and present. Students develop a narrative about the past using a range of texts.
Achievement Standards/ Objectives:
By the end of this unit students will be able to:
* explain how some aspects of daily life have changed over recent time while others have remained the same.
* describe personal and family events that have significance.
* sequence events in order, using everyday terms about the passing of time.
* pose questions about the past and examine sources (physical and visual) to suggest answers to these questions.
* relate stories about life in the past using a range of texts.

	· Ongoing assessment - student understanding may be assessed through the use of observational checklists, anecdotal records and analysis of contributions to class discussions.

· Students produce a variety of work samples, including designated assessment activities. 

Setting the scene for the contextualized assessment:
· In preceding weeks children have built an understanding of the past, present and future and documented evidence of their learning in a history journal My life, my story.  This could be documented on Seesaw.

· Children and teachers collaborate to construct a class example history box using digital or other media. Teachers provide explicit modelling and multiple opportunities for children to investigate the example history box.

1. Session 1: Intro to History and unit

2. Session 1: Using a graphic organiser, students record similarities and differences between families in the past and families today under the headings ‘Families: Then’ and ‘Families: Now’.

Session 7: Introduction to History Box
Session 11:  My Life, My Story- children document significant parts of their lives either as a journal, timeline and/or using/drawing pictures using language: ‘in the past’, ‘today’ and ‘tomorrow or in the future’ (See ACARA document)
Ongoing Contextualised Assessment for, as and of Learning
THIS IS TO BE INTRODUCED EARLY IN THE TERM  and will be part of homework each week- see of program
(makes assessment more authentic and real where activities are developed that involve students applying knowledge in real-world situations, working in teams, reflecting on what they learned through an activity, which requires more formative assessment.)
Children create a personal history box with examples representing:

· before I was born

· when I was a baby

· when I was little

· last year

· now

· in the future (children create a future orientated item for the history box)

Assessment is conducted in small groups in differing context for learning and as part of the learning program. Using the sources from the history box, children describe the object/ drawing and the event it represents. Children discuss when the event happened, where it happened and who was there.

On completion of the History Box children sequence the objects from the history box to show the passing of time. Children create a short historical narrative (oral) based on the sequence of objects using terms that relate to past, present and future.

	Session 1

Assessment for Learning- Introduction to history using 'Think, Pair, Share'
Ask chn to think and write or draw their answers to question one and then pair and share, then the next question etc.

1. What is history? 

2. Why is it important to know about our history?
3. Can you explain the difference between the past, the present and the future?
4. What are some ways we can find out about our own family history?
5. Write/draw any differences between family life today and family life when your parents were young. (Chn may need to be given an example such as technology , transport, roles of parents or teachers can give an example of something they did when they were young eg. rode their bikes to school, watched cartoons in the morning instead of playing Ipads and phones, mum stayed at home and didn’t work but did all the housework.)
Whole class discussion- display answers on a wall chart- Family Life: Then and Now and add to this during the term

 Assessment for Learning (find out what students already know)
1. What do you know about your family? 
2. Brainstorm: How has family life changed over time or since your parents were young? (this could be done in pairs or small groups and could be done as a Venn diagram with similarities and differences)
3. Draw/Write about an item from the past, present and future eg. computer, car, television, telephone

**Children brainstorm a list of questions to ask their parents and grandparents about what they were like and what they did when they were younger**  This list of questions can be added to throughout the term and then taken home for parents/ grandparents to answer for homework.

Session 2
Key Inquiry Questions: 
· How has family life changed or remained the same over time?
· How can we show that the present is different from or similar to the past?
 Learning Objectives:
· For children to understand the structure of their own family compared to others in the past and present

· For children to understand that there are many similarities and differences between family structures and roles from the past and the present

· For children to make predictions on how family structures and roles will change/ stay the same in the future?

· Read Mem Fox’s Whoever You Are (or another story on families) to the class and recall discussions and findings from Early Stage 1 about how individuals and families are similar and different. Summarise both similarities and differences.

· Model using a Venn diagram (a graphic organizer) to show similarities and differences.
· Students represent graphically the structure of their family through either a drawing or a simple family tree.

Session 3
Homework preparation: 

· Short video on photos: http://www.skwirk.com.au/esa/Photos.html
Homework (due towards the end of the unit) Children are to bring in photos of when they were a baby, toddler, preschooler and school age if possible.  These can be sent digitally to school if easier for parents. 
Homework to be brought in for following week: Students bring in a family photo and they need to know the following information about their photo (if possible). They share this photo with a small group or as a whole class.  Chn answer the following questions:
Where  and when was the photo taken?  (If you are not sure, are there any clues that could help you find out?)
Who is in the photo?
What is happening?
· Provide sources such as photographs of families approximately 100 years ago. (see word doc)
· Students pose a range of questions as if they were detectives trying to find ‘clues’ that there were differences and similarities to families today, such as the number of children and adults, clothing worn, the stiff formality of the poses. Introduce relevant vocabulary to use in the discussion, and ask students to begin their sentences with phrases such as ‘in the past’, ‘then and now’, ‘today’, ‘years ago’ and ‘in the olden days’.

Role Play

Children are placed in small groups to discuss and record questions to find out whether a family member was from the past, present or future.  A few children are chosen to be family members and are told (secretly) whether they are from the past, present or future.  The rest of the class becomes the interviewers/detectives.  They ask the questions to work out whether the family member is from the past, present or future.
Session 4

Key Inquiry Question: What are the roles of family members of the past and today and how are they similar and different?
· Role of family members today-ensure that children understand the term ‘role’ and then ask chn to come up with roles that each family member in their house has at the moment.  It is important to define what ‘work’ is before you start this chart as chn may have very different perceptions.

· Ask children: Who do you think does more work? Why do you think this? (controversial question but it would be interesting to hear their answers!)

· Each child could complete this table individually and then it could be completed as a tally with the whole class.

· Provide a range of sources (such as the short video on women’s role in the 1950’s in resources) in a variety of roles eg cooking, washing, cleaning, chopping wood, child care. Encourage students to pose questions and to make observations.  Are the roles similar or different to your parents? Discuss the role of women, men and children in this video.  
· What do you think will happen in the future? Do you think the roles will change or be similar to today?

· Differentiation (HOT) of content and process: Show photos of women working and doing ‘men’s’ jobs during war times-see resources.  You may need to give some background information and research as a class or in small groups what happened during the years- 1914-1918 and 1939-1945? 

Pose questions such as: 
· Why do you think women are working in these photos?

· Where are the men?

· What do you think happened after the war when the men came back? How could we find out?
· Imagine you were a woman during this time.  How would you feel doing jobs other than looking after the house and the kids? Do a PMI- Pluses, Minuses and Interesting thoughts
· Students discuss the roles of women they know.

· List their findings and record under the headings ‘Women: Then’ and ‘Women: Now’. Discuss what is similar and what is different (change and continuity).

Assessment of learning:

· Children write/draw an informative piece beginning with ‘In the olden days, women…’, followed by ‘Today, women…’

	Session 5

Technology in the home then and now

· Display a timeline in the classroom to show development of household items over time.  This can be added to over the term.  Chn could also have this timeline across two pages in their books and concentrate on one or two items.
· Investigation using Thinking Routine 'Creative Hunt' or you could use 'Creative Questioning'
· Show an everyday appliance used in the home today and answer these questions:
· What is the main purpose of this item?

· What are the parts and their purposes?

· Which parts are especially smart or creative?

· Who is the audience for this? (who might buy and use this item?) (it would be interesting to see how many chn say mum and dad)

· Children can then have a look at the 1920's version of these items.
· Is the purpose the same?

· What are the similarities and the differences?

· Who is the audience for this? (who might buy and use this item?) 
Discuss, draw and write what you think people did before there was electricity-what did they do to keep food fresh or cold etc? How could we find out if we were right?  Google search 
What effect have the changes to appliances and the improvements in technology had on families and people’s lives?

Session 6

Follow State Library program: Whose Shoes? (Investigation on shoes from the past and what shoes can tell us)
· Read several stories that focus on life in earlier times such as Papa and the Olden Days. Ask students what was similar and what was different. If appropriate, sequence the events in the story and discuss a simple example of cause and effect.

Tell a family story of your own and ask students what they know of any ‘old’ story told in their family. 
· Homework: Students inquire at home about an ‘old’ family story and retell it at school. Discuss with the class how such stories are remembered over time and that they may vary depending on who is telling the story. **Students may ask a member of their family to record/podcast/webcam, see saw a family story for the student to play back to the class. Alternatively, the family member may email the teacher, who may read the story to the class. Students introduce the story and give a one-sentence explanation of  the story** 
Session 7

Assessment for, as and of Learning

History Box- preparation
Share a story with a focus of children’s experiences or events that show the passing of time. When Frank was four by Allison Lester provides opportunities to explore this topic. Provide explicit modelling to create a family history box (using objects or sources from each child’s family). Collaborate to discuss what significant personal or family-related objects could be used to represent the past, present and future in their history box. These could include:

· drawings or photos of people or events, weddings, first day of school, new car

· digitally enhanced photo to represent children in 10+ years 

· personal family objects from the past — clothing, toy or other relevant objects

· family stories — written, illustrated, digitally recorded, or told by a parent or grandparent

· certificates, awards — birth, sporting, music, education

· cards — birthday, Christmas

History Box- assessment
Creating your own history box (ongoing for 5 weeks)

Children collect sources from home each week representing significant personal or family related objects or events from each category:

· before I was born

· when I was a baby
· when I was little

· last year

· now

· in the future (children create a future orientated item for the history box)

· In class each week children describe the objects and the event it represents and draw on the historical understanding of, continuity and change, cause and effect, perspective, empathy and significance. Collaborate to discuss when the event happened, where it happened, who was there and why the event or object is significant to their personal history. These materials form the basis for the creation of a history box.

Session 8
Family Celebrations/ Traditions- Then and Now
Revisit the list of questions children wanted to ask their parents/grandparents at the beginning of the unit. Children are to take this list home and ask older family members. 

Include: Ask parents/ grandparents about what they did to celebrate Christmas, Easter or other celebrations when they were young.  Is this different to the way you celebrate now? How? Why?
What events do families celebrate and when? You could start an event timeline here. (see Session 11)
Using travel and other magazines/pamphlets/catalogues/newspapers, photos, google search, students collect pictures of families enjoying themselves and celebrating.

Group them according to similar events and glue onto cardboard.

Possible headings could be birthdays, weddings, Australia Day, religious events, New Year, Easter, Christmas etc
Examples of celebrations children can watch:

Australia Day-then and now- see video

View film of NAIDOC celebrations in Port Macquarie.

Note song, dance, body painting, clothing, props, story telling, passing on information to younger generation

Session 9

· Read The Berenstain Bears - Family Get Together by S &J Berenstain on you Tube https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=06RyI7OqQ_o
· Brainstorm the concept of Traditions

· What is a tradition? Who celebrates them? List religious, cultural, national traditions?

· Do all families, countries, cultures celebrate the same traditions?

· Do they celebrate them in the same way?

Students discuss and research information about family traditions with their parents at home. Children could bring in photos of them celebrating an occasion with their family and do an oral presentation on it.
As students talk about their tradition, encourage the class to use the Super 6 comprehension strategy of visualising to summarise the main points made by the speaker.

· Explain the Indian tradition of Raksha Bandhan (Brothers and sisters day)

Follow State Library program: Let's Celebrate 

Aboriginal Family Life Then and Now
Brainstorm what children already know about Aboriginal family life.  Complete KWL chart about Aboriginal family life.
Watch video and read books about Aboriginal family life

How is it similar and different to your own family life?

OTHER POSSIBILITIES (depending on time)
· Invite an older guest speaker (or videoconference/Skype) to talk about their childhood and schooling and encourage students to ask questions. Introduce the idea of oral history and that they are to be historians and ask questions of an older member of the family or a friend/neighbour about their childhood. Brainstorm the sort of questions that could be asked (open-ended questions that invite more detail).

· Adjustment: Provide a model question that students may ask the guest speaker. Scaffold simple questions that students may ask their older family member/friend/neighbour.

· Students report back on their interview with an older member of the family or a friend/neighbour and the class collates their findings under the headings ‘Children: Then’ and ‘Children: Now’.

Toys-Then and Now

· Using photographs of toys from the past and the present (or actual toys if you can find them), have the class classify them as ‘in the past’ or ‘in the present’. Old-fashioned games could be played, such as quoits, blindman’s buff, pin the tail on the donkey, tiddlywinks, straws, skipping, marbles, jacks, etc.

· Students ask parents and/or grandparents what toys they played with when they were children. They draw these and make a classroom display and complete a comparative chart of ‘Toys Today’ and ‘Toys Not Used Today’. Students complete the following sentences: ‘I like the games played in the past because …’ and ‘I prefer the games played today because…’.

· Students may bring in a family toy that once belonged to a family member OR a toy from their own childhood. Students may share with the class why their family member’s toy is important to them OR why their toy is special to them.

· name and order the months of the year [image: image12.png]



· name and order the seasons, and name the months for each season
	Session 11

· Introduction of order and time: http://www.skwirk.com.au/esa/Order_by_Date.html
· Create an illustrated timeline around the room indicating months and seasons. As the year progresses, birthdays, public holidays and festivals could be added.  You could add celebrations from Session 9 as well.
· Using My Place by Nadia Wheatley, photocopy and cut out each page and laminate them, removing the dates at the top of each page. 
· Challenge students to place them in their correct sequence, explaining why they have sequenced them as they did. What were the clues used? Discuss the main clues that show change over time (clothing, housing, transport modes). Model and scaffold for children who need it.

Assessment of learning
My Life, My Story- children can document significant parts of their lives either as a journal, timeline and/or using/drawing pictures using language: ‘in the past’, ‘today’ and ‘tomorrow or in the future’ 
Differentiation of content, learning environment:
For children who need assistance: create a scaffold for the timeline for students, with pre-prepared dates. Students make or find images that relate to the major milestones of their life and place them on the timeline. Students can then label the milestones.

The teacher says a phrase and students complete the sentence, eg ‘When I was little, I…’, ‘In the future, when I am grown up, I will…’, ‘In the past, people…’, ‘Before I was born…’.
