Students explore how the location of places can be represented.

	Inquiry Question: What makes a place special?

Activity 1

Pretest- Assessment for learning
1. What is Geography? (group discussion)
2. Children draw their own interpretation of a map-you could ask them to make a map of their room or their classroom or school

Objective: to see what chn already know about maps

3. They are to imagine what their special place might look like, smell like, feel like and sound like.  Teacher can use an example of a place that might be special to her/him.  Children can draw their special place while the teachers record why this place is special.  
Objective: to see if chn know what a ‘place’ is and why a place might be special
4. Discuss their perfect place and why it is special in small groups or as a whole class. (It can be real or imagined)
Activity 2-3
Visit a few special places in the school (such as the church, staffroom, classroom or the library).  In small groups children are to take photos of parts of the school that they think are special and when they come back to class they can share their photos and talk about why they think they are special and answer the following questions.   F

· Is the room/place special to everyone or just a few people?

· Why do you think the place is special to those people? 

· Present information to show how they and other people care for and look after their school eg putting rubbish in the bin, recycling, planting trees etc. 

· Discuss who takes care of different areas of the school F
· What makes a place special?

As a whole class draw and label some of the special places in the school on a pictorial map

· Children explore where their school is on a map and describe its location eg my school is near the park M ST

Activity 4
Using a stimulus such as My Farm by Alison Lester, students identify a special place and why it is important to people by posing and responding to questions such as: VR- Visual 
Representation 

· why is the farm special? 

· how did people take care of the farm?

· why did people need to take care of the farm?

Activity 5-6
Children reflect on their own special place and present information about: 

· where they live and the family members who live with them

· special belongings at home eg toys, bedroom, pet etc.
· how they and other people take care of this place eg cleaning, gardening, painting etc.

Children discuss what makes their place special. They group reasons into categories and present the information in a chart. GS  Eg. 

Bedroom

Kitchen

Park

Classroom

* is special because I have toys in there

* is special because I can spend time with family and eat!

* is special because I can run and play with my friends and…

* is special because…

Assessment of learning- see if chn can identify their special place and why it is special
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Assessment for learning- NEWS task below

Homework and NEWS: Children are to bring in an item or photo that reminds them of a special place.  
Personal verbal response (this could be recorded) 

They can show and talk about this item and their special place during NEWS time. eg. A teddy might remind them of their bedroom, bed, sleeping and dreaming
Children are given a world map to take home.  Parents are to locate where their family comes from and then this can be shared with the class and added to the bigger world map in Activity 4. 

Activity 7-8 Mapping
· Brainstorm and investigate: (show children a variety of different maps- street map, google earth maps, treasure maps) and ask questions: 

What is a map?

What are maps used for?

Discuss different types of maps- treasure map, map of the school, map of Sydney
Read ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’ and talk about the positional language and sequence where they went on their walk.  Children could role play going on the bear hunt.
As a whole class or in groups design a map showing where they went on their walk in order. See example below:

Activity 9

· Read ‘Follow that map” and discuss.
Activity 10
· Children share where their present and past family members were born (linking to History unit from Term 1). They locate and describe their family members’ country(s) or place(s) of origin using pictorial maps, a world globe, Google Earth and/or online maps. M ST 
· Teacher can choose the addresses of some of the children and look them up on google maps to find their street and house
· Children can use Ipads to look up their own addresses on google maps and see if they can find someone in the class who lives near them

(this links to mathematics- Measurement and Geometry- Position 
· Map of Hurstville Adventist School M ST
· Make a pictorial map of the classroom as a whole class.  

· Differentiation of process- some children may make their own pictorial map of the classroom whereas others could do this in groups or with teacher support.  They could draw the classroom or use shapes to stick onto a piece of paper like shown.  Some children could label their diagrams.
Activity 11-12
Inquiry Question: How can we look after the places we live in?
Mini excursion: Visit a park close to the school.  Children or teacher can take photos of significant parts of the park to discuss when back at school.  In pairs children can draw a map of the park. 

Children are to think about:

Who looks after the park?

How do they look after the park?

How can we help look after the park?

What would happen if no one looked after the park?

Assessment of Learning

Objective: to see if children can identify a familiar place and explain verbally or in writing how they can look after the place and why this is important.  Children could draw it and then describe their place in front of the class or small group.

Visual representations – Students collectively observe images of dwellings (Sources 1-8). Use the ‘Observe’ and ‘Interpret’ questions to guide student observations and interpretations. 

Fieldwork – Take students into the school playground to observe the variety of homes near the school. Take photographs to record observations. Students also bring a photograph of their own home.

	Activity 4: Communicating – Caring for my home

Students share how they care for their home (Activity 3). Through a discussion students explain why people need to take care of their homes and places that are special to them. 
Using a video recording app such as Adobe Voice or PicPlayPost, students present their images from Activity 3 and explain how and why they care for their home and special places. 

	Background notes for teachers

	The focus of this sequence of activities is on place. As students will be most familiar with their home, this provides a good introduction to the concept of place. The inquiry can be expanded to include other places students belong to and why they are important. The inquiry leads to actions students can undertake to care for their place.
