	Duration:Term 1, 9 weeks 

5 X 45 minutes per week or 3 X 1 hour and 1 X ½ hour

	Unit overview

	Personal and Family Histories provides students with the opportunity to learn about their own history and that of their family; this may include stories from a range of cultures and other parts of the world. As participants in their own history, students build on their knowledge and understanding of how the past is different from the present.

Students view a range of images of families and discuss what family means to them and think about some similarities and differences among families.

Students explore the people in families through texts and data collection. They expand on their understanding of the similarities and differences among families and develop their appreciation of these similarities and differences.

Students recognise the importance of family events and the ways in which these are celebrated. They describe personal and family events that have significance within their culture and cultures. Students honour the diversity within these celebrations and family backgrounds.

Lesson 10: Draw at least four life stages of either yourself or another family member. Revisit if chn have difficulty.

Assessment as Learning: Formative
Brainstorm what chn know and what they want to know about the topic at different points throughout the term eg. KWL,  WALT

Assessment of Learning: Summative Assessment
Lesson 17: The class reviews how we might know about the past, referring to the sources that have been presented or viewed. The teacher suggests some scenarios or specific artefacts that belong to either ‘then’ or ‘now’ and students complete sentences using these terms or they have to sort items into ‘then’ and ‘now’.
Children are to draw their family tree and talk about their family in from of the class or small group.  Teacher can write notes on their understanding.  You could use the one they did with Jake and Annie as an example.

	Lesson 1 and 2
Introduction to family history
Look at two family photos and discuss the similarities and differences. Questions you could ask:
What are the similarities and differences between the photos?

When do you think the photos were taken? Why?

Where do you think the photos were taken?

Why are their clothes different?

Why is one in black and white?

What can you tell me about these families and their history?

Look at the photos in this link and answer these questions in groups or as a whole class: everypicturetellsastory

Lesson 3 and 4
We are family
Students view a range of images of families and discuss what family means to them and think about some similarities and differences among families.

Discuss with your partner:

Differentiation by learning environment and process:
(This can be done in groups, pairs or individually)

Match your image to its country name.
Locate the place on a world map or globe. (Some chn can try and do this on their own)
Write a sentence that explains what family means to you. (Model or write the beginning for most chn)
Homework for following week
- Chn are to ask parents where they came from and see if parents can show them on a map at home (this could be done as a worksheet for parents??)
- News- chn talk about where they came from and the people who live in their house (they could bring in photos and use the map)
Lesson 5
See if children can show the class where they come from on a world map.  Plot/ List the different places that children come from.

Lesson 6 and 7
Who are the people in my family?
Students explore the people in families through texts and data collection. They expand on their understanding of the similarities and differences among families and develop their appreciation of these similarities and differences. 
Introduce Jake and Annie
Introduce the class to Jake and Annie and the family tree booklet.  Discuss Jake and Annie's family tree.  The teacher draws their own family tree for a display and over the term each child can add their family tree.

Homework for following week
Family Tree- a note is sent home to parents about 'Jake and Annie' and how they can help their child fill in their family history. (see prepared note)
Children are to bring in a  few photos of their family to talk about during news time next week.  Part of their homework could be to answer the following questions about their photos: 
Where was the photo taken?
When was the photo taken?
How old were you in the photo?
What were you all doing the day the photo was taken?
Read  Tom Tom by Rosemary Sullivan and Dee Huxley 
Discuss: 

· Who are the people in Tom Tom's family? 

· How is this the same or different from your family?

· What do the people in Tom Tom's family do?

· How is this the same or different from your family?

List/draw the people in your family.

Lesson 8
Collect and display data from your class members on the following:
(this could be done as a column graph)
· number of people in their family

· who the family members are.

Discuss: 
· Who has the largest family?

· Who has the smallest family?

· What can you observe about the members of the families in the display?

· Who has the main caring role in your family? 

· Who has shared families?

· Whose family includes a pet/s?

Lesson 9
Inquiry Question: How can stories of the past be told and shared?
News Time: children share photos of their family and attempt to answer questions about the photo:
Where was the photo taken?

When was the photo taken?

How old were you in the photo?

What were you all doing the day the photo was taken?

How do you know about the photo?

Whole class discussion
Why do people take photos?

What do photos tell us?

Do they help us remember things from the past?

Chronological Order
Lesson 10
Show and discuss the powerpoint called ‘The Human Life Cycle’ (found on TES).  Students are to sequence the life stages on the ppt.  

Assessment

Draw at least four life stages of either yourself or another family member.

Choose one or two family members and draw them in chronological order, from the youngest to the oldest OR using provided photographs of various life stages, they sequence the photos from youngest to oldest. Students explain their sequence using terms such as ‘oldest’ and ‘youngest’.
Share events that are celebrated by the children

Lesson 11

The class discusses events or celebrations that are shared.

On a class calendar, record birthdays, special events, festivals and holidays observed in Australia and other countries. A sense of chronology may be further developed by creating an illustrated timeline of the year around the room.

Discuss how a range of these special days are celebrated, eg How do families celebrate birthdays? How did your grandparents celebrate their birthday when they were your age?

Raise the concept of significance by discussing why each of the nominated dates are important, either individually, such as birthdays, or to a country, such as Australia Day and Anzac Day. Students draw a family celebration and identify the celebration. Drawings are displayed in the classroom.

Lesson 12-14

Collect items that are used in celebrations to create a mystery bag. Examples may include: invitations, candles, red lantern, mask or costume, present, photographs of celebrations.

Play a game such as pass the parcel with the bag of objects.  Share and discuss what you think the item may be used for or where you might see it. Use questions such as:

· When do you think this item may be used?

· Why might this be important to someone?

· What does this picture tell us?

· Does your family have anything similar to this?

Some picture books that maybe worthwhile about celebrations are: What Will You Be, Sara Mee? by Kate Aver Avraham; A New Year's Reunion by Yu Li Qiong; Grandad's Medals by Tracy Duncan; An African Christmas by Ifeoma Onyefulu;Come to the Party Collection (Chinese Festivals, Malay Muslim Festivals, Indian Hindu Festivals) by Suzanne Lauridsen

· Ramadan clip- Ramadan
· Celebrations! by Barnabas and Anabel Kindersley

· Examine photos about celebrations and discuss what is happening. See link below

Brainstorm different types of celebrations that families have: examples are Easter, Ramadan, Chinese New Year, Diwali, Anzac Day, birthdays, New Year's Eve, Christmas.

Differentiation- learning environment, content, process or product (you could choose to differentiate here if you thought some students were able to work in small groups) 

Teacher could work with majority of class while 2 groups worked more independently on one of the tasks below.

Choose a celebration that you would like to know more about.
Find out where this celebration happens and who celebrates this.
Create a box display of items or images about a particular celebration in your family.

Read Celebrations! by Barnabas and Anabel Kindersley.
Role-play different celebrations in small groups.

Differentiation- more capable children could do this on their own after brief modelling

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· How the stories of families and the past can be communicated, for example through photographs, artefacts, books, oral histories, digital media and museums (ACHHK004)

	Lesson 15
· Read a selection of stories about various family groups/structures and different cultures, including about Aboriginal and Torre Strait Islander groups. Discuss the relationships in the stories and how they compare with students’ own families. Provide opportunities to discuss characteristics that people share and how people also differ.

Lesson 16
Inquiry Question: What stories do other people tell about the past?
· Explain to children that storytelling is a way of relating family history and where you have come from. Share a personal story with students and focus discussion to emphasise the idea that storytelling has played a vital role in history - without stories being passed down, we would not know about the past.

Relate a family story of your own using at least three different sources, eg. a photograph, a treasured object (old teddy), a written source such as a book or letter. Discuss ‘How do we know?’ about family stories. As detectives, what clues would we look for? Suggestions may be oral history, old letters, diaries, an artefact, museums.
If possible invite an older family member from a migrant or Aboriginal family to tell stories of their homeland, or video conference/Skype with relatives to share stories of their homeland.

- News for following week: chn are to bring in an item from their past (maybe a rattle or soft toy from when they were a baby) and discuss during news time or in small groups
· Read 'Little Red Riding Hood'.  Discuss the different characters.  How do you think the wolf would tell the story? Teacher raises the issue that stories may differ depending on who is doing the telling, such as Red Riding Hood from the perspective of Grandma, Red Riding Hood or the wolf.  
Children role play the wolf telling the story or have an interview with one of the characters. 
Homework: Children inquire at home about a family story based on a source. They bring an old photograph or object and tell a family story based on the source.
Have two students swap sources. Ask students if that object/source is important to them. Discuss why objects/sources may not always be important to everyone (significance).
Many museums may be visited through the internet. A selection of museums and a range of artefacts could be shown and discussion could focus on the broad range of objects that tell us of the past.  The state library has some great items from the past
Lesson 17
Summative Assessment
The class reviews how we might know about the past, referring to the sources that have been presented or viewed. The teacher suggests some scenarios or specific artefacts that belong to either ‘then’ or ‘now’ and students complete sentences using these terms or they have to sort items into ‘then’ and ‘now’.

Children are to draw their family tree and talk about their family in from of the class or small group.  Teacher can write notes on their understanding.  You could use the one they did with Jake and Annie as an example.
